The Manordale-Woodvale Community Association (MWCA) accepted the responsibility to look after the Margaret Rywak Community Building located at 68 Knoxdale Road when it opened in 2001.  The City of Ottawa owns the building and provides the majority of building maintenance and all building infrastructure requirements.  The MWCA accepted the responsibility of building management and the outfitting and maintenance of the interior of the building which includes the kitchen and all appliances.  The facility is in very high use and in great demand because of the location, size of building, air conditioned, full kitchen and most importantly because the building is well looked after and kept very clean.  We have now reached the period in the life cycle of the building where costly changes and replacements are needed.

The Manordale-Woodvale Community Association has established a “Reserve Fund” to prepare for paying for our share of these renovations and replacements.  The City of Ottawa remains a great partner and has already covered the expenses for a new kitchen counter top, new double kitchen sink, new stove exhaust fan and a new trophy case.  The immediate need from the Reserve Fund is money to pay for kitchen cupboard renovations.  We need help to get funds into the Reserve Fund and therefore the MWCA is making an appeal to the community residents of Manordale-Woodvale and Craig Henry and to businesses that provide services to these communities to provide assistance with financial contributions to the “Manordale-Woodvale Community Association Reserve Fund”.
